Causes of History Bingo (for categorization chapter of 2nd ed.)
1. Student Card = sheet of paper with 5x5 grid, made by students, middle is free spot, write causes in 25 spots randomly (each card should be different); can choose which causes go in twice; or even three times, depending on importance

2. Teacher call out examples of events in history; students think for a minute, then share with each other what category it goes in and why; take vote as class; 

3. If student differs and can argue for that category, then can place bean on it

4. optional: after done, rank them in importance/significance
